                             Childhood Days

Dr. Ashish Gupta was born on 20th May, 1975 in New Delhi and was 

brought up in a simple, middle class family. His father, Dr. J.P. Gupta 

(Prosthodontist) and mother, Mrs. Prabha Gupta (school teacher) were 

his guiding force during the early childhood days. He did his schooling 

from Don Bosco School, Alaknanda (New Delhi). As both his parents 

were working, he realized the importance of discipline, hardwork and 

grit very early in his life. His childhood went through a rough patch during the period of 

emergency in the country and the Sikh riots which happened in 1984 and later in 1991, 

due to formation of Mandal Commission. But all this did not deter him from his aim of 

growing up to become a dental surgeon.
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The Dentistry Debut  

He always looked up to his 
father as a role model. He 
was really fascinated with 
the dental profession since 
childhood, watching dental 
p r o c e d u r e s  b e i n g 
performed every day and 
hence despite being given 
an opportunity to opt for 
medicine, he chose to go 
into the field of dentistry 
and later specialize in 
Orthodontics. He did his 

Bachelors from Vasantdada Patil Dental College, 
Sangli (Maharashtra) securing second rank in the 
university along with the honour of best outgoing 
intern and Masters in Orthodontics from Saveetha 
Dental College, Chennai (Tamil Nadu). Later on; he 
completed his DNB (Diplomate of National Boards) 
where he was awarded his degree through the then 
President of India, Dr. A.P.J. Abdul Kalam. 
Furthermore, he also did his M. Orth and FDS from 
Royal College of Surgeons, Edinburgh (UK) and 
eventually also completed his Doctorate of 
Philosophy (PhD)

Family Life

He was blessed to stay with his parents in New 
Delhi. His wife, Dr. Poonam Gupta is an Oral & 
Maxillofacial Surgeon and was his batch mate since 
BDS first year. After nine years of their brief 
courtship, they both got married in December 2002. 
They have been blessed with a daughter, Ananya 
and a son, Abhay. He considers his wife as the real 
backbone of their family. 

Credentials

He started his private practice in year 1998. He 
initially served as an undergraduate teacher and 
went on to serve as Head of the Department and 

postgraduate guide. He is currently the Convenor of 
Orthodontic Study group of Delhi (OSGOD). He was 
also an executive committee member of Indian 
Orthodontic Society for six times. He initiated the 
first ever overseas Mid - Year Convention at 
Thailand followed by Hong Kong and Singapore. He 
was a COC Member of 44th 
I n d i a n  O r t h o d o n t i c 
Conference, New Delhi and 
also for APOS Conference in 
2012. He served as the 
Secretary of Don Bosco 
Alumni from the year 2006 – 
2018. He is also associated 
with IDA Delhi Branch in 
capacity of the state EC 
Member and Chairman CDE. 
He is into a lot of philanthropic 
activities pertaining to Arya 
Samaj Mandir, Red Cross 
Society, Cancer Care, Blind 
w e l f a r e  a s s o c i a t i o n , 
orphanage work and Vaish Rajvansh Sabha. He has 
been a regular invitee to the Rashtrapati Bhavan for 
the ‘In vesture Ceremony’ and the ‘Padma Awards’ 
by the first citizen of the country.

His Role Models

He has always looked upon his father as his ideal 
and his mother for installing discipline in his life. He 
bows down his head in gratitude to Dr. S.

Naik (Pune), Late Dr. Avinash Shipurkar (Kolhapur) 
and Dr. Ravi Gupta (Pune) who were instrumental in 
steering him towards the world of Orthodontics

in Dentistry and the same rendered to the society 
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during the COVID stricken times. He has the honour of 
being awarded as “Saveetha Rathna” in June 2022.

Currently, he has co-authored a book on dentistry titled “Alpha Dentistry” in collaboration with nine 
international authors and this book is set to be released on 13th November, 2022. It will also be available in a 
Hindi Edition.
